On May 4, 2023, researchers carried out treatment for grade XI MIPA 3 

students at SMA Negeri 5 Parepare. This observation is the first observation made 

by the researcher during the treatment process to observe the students' reactions, 

the class situation, and how well student engagement was during the activity to 

see the factors that affected their study using audio-visual, especially talk show 

videos. The researcher acted as a teacher accompanied by an English teacher who 

accompanied the researcher during the teaching and learning process. 

The class started at 10.45, there were 30 students in the class and the 

students began the class by greeting the teacher and continued with a prayer. Then 

the researcher brought an introduction to the material that would be presented, the 

students listened to the researcher carefully. The students actively participated as 

long as the researcher presented the material interspersed with several questions. 

The research results show that only a few students often access video talk 

shows, especially English talk shows. They access songs and movies more often. 

When the researcher played a talk show to be identified, there were various 

student reactions, some were excited to watch the video, some were doing other 

things on their laptops, and some looked bored. After the video ended, the 

researcher asked questions about the "Ellen Taught This Fan How to Speak 

English" video talk show. One of the students, namely X, argued that the video 

explained how someone who previously could not speak English at all, in the end, 

she was motivated to learn, one of which was by watching talk shows from Ellen 

because her talk shows were funny. Other students agreed with student X's 

opinion. After that, the researcher divided students into 4 groups for discussion 

with the topic of discussion: looking for one of the video talk shows and 

discussing the main topic, their reasons for having the talk show, and vocabulary 

that they don't know the definition of. 

During the treatment process, the class atmosphere was quite conducive. 

Students sometimes joke with their friends to make the class atmosphere fun and 

not stressful. However, during group discussions, the class atmosphere began to 

become unconducive because students were noisy because they were busy 

discussing with each other, some took advantage of the discussion activities to do 

other things such as doing assignments for other subjects, and some mostly joked 

with their group mates also some who looked bored and didn't participate in group 

discussion activities.

On May 11, 2023, researchers carried out treatment for grade XI MIPA 3 

students at SMA Negeri 5 Parepare. This observation is the second observation 

made by the researcher during the treatment process to observe student group 

discussion activities. The researcher acted as a teacher accompanied by an English 

teacher who accompanied the researcher during the teaching and learning process. 

At 10.45 the English class in class XI MIPA 3 started, there were 30 

students in the class and the students started class by greeting the teacher and 

continued with a prayer. Then the researcher conducted a review of the activities 

that had been carried out in the previous meeting. The researcher then started 

randomizing the group that appeared first to present the results of their discussion. 

From the overall results of the group discussions, the researcher can 

conclude that many students still struggle with speaking English, and from 4 

groups, there is 1 group that cannot define vocabulary that they do not know 

without using a translation application. The other 3 groups can define the 

vocabulary they find. The vocabulary found by Group 1 is "payroll" they define it 

as "slip gaji", then by Group 2 "inaudible" they cannot define it, Group 3 

"disgusting" they define it as "menjijikkan", then Group 4 "accomplished" they 

define it as "tercapai" 

From the results of observations, the researcher found that during the 

process of presenting the results of group discussions, students on average read 

their discussion papers due to limitations in speaking English, some of them also 

did not actively participate during the discussion presentation activities, and some 

students also joked a lot while presenting their discussion results. On the same 

day, the researcher also conducted a post-test and distributed questionnaires to 

students. The researcher also shared the results of the students’ pre-test after 

carrying out the post-test and questionnaire so they could identify their mistakes 

in the pre-test.
